Saviaux’s Terrace: deep, very stony soils, 
acidic sandy-loam on the surface, then red sandy

Chassis’s Terrace: deep, very stony soils, 
with an acidic sandy-loam surface, followed by red sandy-clay

Areas of the last channels of the Isère river: 
deep soils a little less stony, clearly argillified 
and ruby or dark soils.
